AMENDED COMPLAINT; ORDER

 Comes now Plaintiff, Jed Margolin (“Margolin”), appearing pro se, and files this Motion 15 

For Leave to File Amended Complaint. 16 

 17 

Margolin requests leave to file an amended complaint for at least the following reasons. 18 

 19 

First Reason 20 

On November 16, 2009 Margolin received two boxes of documents from Stephen L. McConnell, 21 

NASA Freedom of Information Act Officer. See Exhibit 1. The cover letter is Exhibit 2. 22

According to NASA there are about 4,000 pages of documents, which is a great deal more than 1 

the 100 pages they admitted to withholding in their Denial of FOIA Appeal. Before receiving 2 

these documents Margolin thought he had simply been the object of benign neglect by NASA. 3 

These documents, even though they are heavily redacted, tell a very different story of the period 4 

of time from when Margolin contacted NASA in May 2003 about their infringement of ‘724 to 5 

when they finally responded to his FOIA request in May 2009. These documents also provide 6 

evidence showing that NASA is withholding other documents relevant to the present case. 7 

 8 

Therefore, Margolin requests leave to amend his Complaint to include a discussion of the newly 9 

provided documents under the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure Rule 15(d) which states: 10 

(d) SUPPLEMENTAL PLEADINGS. On motion and reasonable notice, the court may, on 11 

just terms, permit a party to serve a supplemental pleading setting out any transaction, 12 

occurrence, or event that happened after the date of the pleading to be supplemented. The 13 

court may permit supplementation even though the original pleading is defective in stating a 14 

claim or defense. The court may order that the opposing party plead to the supplemental 15 

pleading within a specified time. 16

Second Reason 18 

Under the Federal Rules For Civil Procedure Rule 15(a)(1)(A) Margolin is permitted to amend 19 

his complaint before being served with a responsive pleading. Defendants have yet to file a 20 

responsive pleading to either the original Complaint or the First Amended Complaint. 21
