He recalls that by judgement
rendered by this Commerclal Court dated 12 JUNE 1992, COMPUTER WORLD, formerly called
CEPAT, was admitted to the benefit of reorganisation proceedings.

On 11 JUNE 1993, this reorganisation had been converted into judicial liquidation and Mr.
CANET, Esq., appointed to the dutles of liquidator and representative of the creditors,

He states that In connection with his duties, he had summaned Mr, ZANDIAN, Chalrman and
General Manager and 48% shareholder for the purposes of having a pecuniary sanction ordered
against him derived from Article 180 of the Law of 25 JANUARY 1985,

Indeed, Mr. ZANDIAN was gullty of a certaln number of acts justifylng that a sanction be
ordered against him for repayment of the company's llabilitles out of hls own assels [comblement
de passif].

Following a Judgement rendered by the 6% Chamber of this Court on 13 JUNE 1997, Mr.
CANET, Esq.'s claim was allowed, Mr. ZANDIAN was ordered to personally assume the debis of
the company up to the amount of 20,000,000 francs.

He adds that this decislon had been duly served by the SCP DELATTRE & LE MAREC, a
Partnership of Court Ballifis in PARIS, on 6 and 8 AUGUST 1997.

This decision which, moreover, was jpso jure pravisionally enforceable, was not appealed and
Is therefore final,

He stales that, nevertheless, Mr. ZANDIAN dld not think It necessary to defer to It or, more
accuralely, he has not ceased attempting to avold his oblfgations.

Mr. CANET, Esq., In his officlal capacly, consequently prays the Court fo open judicial
llquidation proceedings against Mr. Gholam JAZI ZANDIAN, with all the consequences thereof
and to declare that the court costs shall be included In the judiclal liquidation as prefarential debts.

Mr, Gholam JAZI ZANDIAN, after belng the subject of a report of notification In accordance
with the provislons of Article 659 of the [French] New Code of Civll Procedure, did not appear at
the hearing, leaving it be presumed thereby that he leaves It up to the Court,

GROUNDS:

Whereas It appears from the exhibits produced as evidence and the explanations of Mr.
CANET, Esqg,, in his officlal capaclty, that Mr. ZANDIAN no longer has any known domiclle,
resldence, nor place of work, that he has not made a personal appearance nor Is represented by

anyone at the hearing.
Whereas Artlcle 181 of the Law of 25 JANUARY 1985 provides:

«The Court may open Judicial reorganisation or liquidation proceedings with regard to managers
whose llabilfly for all or part of the llabllities of a legal entily has been recognised and who do not

pay such debt.»

Whereas this is Indeed the case here. e
Whereas the Court considers It appropriate to apply the provislons<E{AliEEShave-
